WEATHER

Overall, the climate in this area is almost unbeatable.  The winters are mild, spring and autumn are beautiful.  Yes… it does get “hot” in the summer; however, a short drive to the Prescott Mountains (less than a 2-hour drive) gets you out of the desert and into the mountains where temperatures are considerably lower.

During summer months, the Colorado River fills with personal watercraft as skiers and others enjoy the cool water.  Kayaking and canoeing is also commonplace in the coves.

In the winter, snow skiing and winter sports are available in the Prescott/Flagstaff areas.  The entire area is great for hiking, camping and any other outdoor activities you may enjoy.
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It is truly spectacular to see the desert in bloom!
