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Title 1 Parent Involvement Policy/ Plan
Introduction

Bouse Elementary School has been operating the Title 1 services as a school wide program since August of 1999.  This has been quite successful for the students, families and staff of our community.  Bouse Elementary School continues to be in the range of 88% to 92% free and reduced lunch.  Additionally, we serve a high population of families that are living in poverty-like conditions and other challenging situations.  Based on these factors BES will continue to offer a school wide Title 1 program by implementing the following plan. 

Parental Involvement
The first meeting concerning Title 1/NCLB services and parental rights will be convened during BES’ open house each fall.  Subsequent meetings will be posted in monthly newsletters that are sent home with students and made part of the community newsletter.   Parents are encouraged to become involved in the planning, review and improvement in Title 1 program development.  These programs include, but are not limited to Accelerated Programming, after school programs such as Science Fairs, community nights and communications, Study Island and other programs or necessary interventions required to increase student achievement.    
Families will be notified and encouraged to participate in academic recognition and other special occasion ceremonies, class activities, school board meetings, school improvement meetings, development in curriculum, development of programs and development in school planning.  Family members are encouraged to support and participate in all offered extra curricular activities and school fund raising events. Parents are also invited to request meetings.  Necessary accommodations will be considered for ELL, migrant, homeless and disabled parents to ensure equal opportunities for access.  Parents may eat breakfast and/or lunch with their children regularly at Bouse Elementary School.

Other aspects of the Title 1 school wide program will include parental contact continuing through monthly school newsletters as well as weekly reminders, teacher and/or administrative contact.  Regular meetings will be held with staff, parents and community members as necessary to carry forward the information related to the Title 1 Program at Bouse Elementary School.  All state and national mandates, paperwork and requirements will be completed to the best of our ability.  Assessment results, school ratings, testing data and other statistical resources will be available to applicable parties through proper channels as previously defined. Parents will be notified of changes, revisions and alterations to the Bouse Elementary School Title 1 school wide plan.  Any such changes will be documented in the records of the school as required by policy.  

Partnership

The intent of this plan is to build a strong relationship between school and parent.  It is the duty of school staff, school officials and parents to work towards the academic development and improvement of children.  This partnership will be based upon collaborative efforts of all described stakeholders and the implementation of this plan.
